We will determine the exact location of the first prep hike at the regular scout meeting this Tuesday night, Jan. 16th. 


We will do our preparation for this first trip at our regular scout meeting next Tuesday, Jan. 23rd.  At this meeting the Philmont group will separate from the troop to prepare for the trip. We need to get our crew gear ready, finalize our trail plan, and discuss our expectations from the training that will take place on the trip.

The trip will be Friday, Jan. 26th through Sunday, Jan. 28th.  We will leave on Friday night at 5:30 PM and return on Sunday afternoon (time to be determined).  We will travel in Class A uniforms as usual.  Philmont food will be used for all trail meals on this trip, however everyone should bring some money for a fast food lunch on the return and a store stop on the way there.
